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Contest Rules

Be over 18 years of age.

Be an active or former student of any of the programs of Uceda Institute.

If the application is for a group performance, at least one of the members must study or
have studied at Uceda Institute.

The categories available for auditions are singing, dancing, and playing an instrument.
This contest is for in-person students and virtual program students.

Videos must be recorded horizontally, and the maximum audition duration must be 3
minutes.

Poor quality videos or videos with distorted audio will be disqualified.

For the singing category, the audition will be accepted with one song only that can be
performed a capella or with a track.

Videos with songs or presentations that instill hatred, discrimination or violence will not
be accepted.

Participants must have the musical instruments or material necessary for their
presentation.

Finalists must attend the rehearsal scheduled for September 27th, 2024, to participate in
the final performance.

Finalists must guarantee their availability to attend the final performance on Friday,
October 4th, starting at 5:00 pm.

The first-place winners of previous versions of UGT will not be able to compete again.
